We transport our kayaks out on the ferry to St Mary’s and will
meet you off the ferry on the harbour at St Mary’s. This week long experience is aimed at INTROmediate
kayakers. During the week we will cover many aspects kayak handling and can help you perfect any aspect
of your paddling. This really will be a learning kayaking vacation to remember.

Experience needed

To get the most out of the expedition you should have covered everything on our Introduction course. We
have the ability to split the group during the day to suit individual needs and speeds. The paddling during
the week will be instructional based as well as exploring the islands. You will have the opportunity to
work on your skills, rescues and theory.
