This week long experience is aimed at intermediate kayakers.  During the week we will cover many aspects kayak handling and can help you perfect any aspect of your paddling.  This really will be a learning kayaking vacation to remember.

Experience needed

To get the most out of the expedition you should be happy with your flat water skills and keen to develop your techniques in conditions.  The paddling during the week will be instructional based as well as exploring the islands.  You will have the opportunity to work on your skills, rescues and theory. What it includes

The course fee includes all of the equipment needed and instruction. We use top level equipment maintained to a high standard to ensure you are comfortable and safe out on the water.  We cover the cost of getting the kayaks out to the islands.  We book the campsite for you to reserve our place but this is not included.  If you would like to bring your own kayak this needs to be arranged with the ferry company in advance.  We do have a wide variety of kayaks available.
